Introduction

The Glorious Quran is the last book of Allah Almighty. He revealed it upon his beloved Nabi

three years. The main purpose of the revelation of the Quran is to guide and lead the humanity. Almighty

Allah has taken the responsibility for its protection against any manipulation. This is the very reason that
even after passing of fourteen and a quarter centuries, it is still preserved exactly in the same form in which
it was revealed on The Nabi Karim 57\.&53&2@@.;55;12%;&.\;. There is a great reward for reciting the Quran.
Allah bestows ten rewards on the recitation of each of the letters of the Quran.

Memorization of the Holy Quran (Hifz-ul-Quran) has been declared as a great act of worship,
while acting upon it guarantees the success of both the worlds (i.e., this world and the hereafter). Since
the Holy Quran is a sacred book, the etiquette of its recitation should always be kept in mind.

In this chapter, the recitation of three parts (ajzaa/paraas) of the Holy Quran (part 4, 5 and 6) will
be taught and some chapters (surahs) will be learned by heart. These chapters (surahs) and parts include
Ayat Al-Kursi, Surah Al-Falaq and Surah Al-Naas. In addition, Surah Al-Fatiha, the words recited in the
Tashahhud, Durood-e-Ibrahimi and the translated supplications are also included in the syllabus which
must be memorized.

Objectives

The main objectives of the material given in this chapter is to enable the students to recite the Holy
Quran with the correct pronunciation and by the correct manner in their Namaz and daily life. Secondly,
to stimulate and develop students’ interest in learning and understanding the Quran.

BELIEFS AND WORSHIPS/NAMAZ

Introduction

The word ‘s’ (Emaniyat/beliefs) is derived from ‘oL’ (Eman/belief), which means ‘to believe

in’ Eman refers to the beliefs which work behind any action of a person. Faith is like a seed while action
is like a fruit. So, if the seed is good, the fruit will also be good and vice versa. Action will be as much
firm and steady if the belief is strong. Islam emphasizes upon the strengthening of faith in its teachings.
According to the teachings of Islam, it is necessary to believe in Almighty Allah, the Angels, the Revealed
Books, the Ambiya +¥.J\nes, the Day of Judgment, the Predestination and the Resurrection.

Worship or Namaz is an expression of one’s humility and submission. Worship in Islamic law is
the way of expressing one’s humility and devotion to Almighty Allah and obeying His commands. In
other words, worship is the act of living according to Allah’s instructions after attaining the age of puberty.
Performing the tenets of Islam correctly and doing everything with sincerity and according to the Sunnah

of the Nabi Karim asaesfzai s 44 L5 is included in worship.

Objectives

The purpose of the units given in this chapter is to create remembrance of the Hereafter in the
minds of the students. At the same time, the students also need to be informed about the meaning and

importance of the obedience to The Nabi Karim dzsasfalides et js, Sunnah of The Nabi Karim Js

Asasslzaidesaiad, Friday and Eid Namaz and Saum (Fasting).




The World is a Cultlvatlng Field for the Hereafter

After studying this unit, students will be able to:

% Understand and explain the meaning of the Hereafter.

% Develop the consciousness of the Hereafter and be able to act accordingly in their daily lives.
% Become a devout Muslim and live their lives according to the Islamic Shariah.

Belief in the Hereafter is one of the basic tenets of Islam. Belief in the Hereafter tells us that
everything has specified time, after which it expires. In the same way, this world has specified time. When

it will reach the end of its life, Hazrat Israfil »w.Jiads (the Angel of Allah Almighty) will blow the trumpet

by the command of Allah, as a result of which this whole world will come to an end. The sun and the
Moon will fade away, the stars will collide with each other and scatter and the mountains will fly away
like cotton wool. Man, animal and all creatures will perish.

After the total destruction of this world, by the command of Almighty Allah, Hazrat Israfil «y%.Jiads

will blow the trumpet again, as a result of which all human beings will be resurrected and they will gather
in a flat and plain surface where they will be held accountable for their deeds. This second world is called
the Hereafter and it will start with the Day of Judgment.

The life of Hereafter and the Book of Deeds: Every action of a person which he/she performs in this
world, whether it is small or big, good or bad, is recorded. Allah Almighty has appointed two of His angels
to record the actions of human beings. They are called Kiraman Katibeen (the honourable scribes). They
note down the deeds of human beings. On the Day of Resurrection, when a person will be held accountable
before Allah Almighty, he will be given his book of deeds in his hand. Good deeds will be given in the
right hand and bad deeds in the left hand or from behind the back of the person. The deeds of all human
beings will be weighed there. The good deeds will be placed in one weighing pan of the balance while
evil deeds will be placed in the other weighing pan of the balance. The one whose good deeds will weigh
more than his evil deeds, he/she will be successful and he/she will be rewarded with Paradise. Paradise is
the place of blessings and bounties where human beings will get what they want. Pain and suffering will
not even pass by that place. On the other hand, the one whose evil deeds will weigh more than the good
deeds, will fail and he will be thrown into the Hell. It is a very painful place where humans will be punished
for their bad deeds.

Life of this World and Preparation for the Hereafter: Allah Almighty has created the life of this
world as a source of preparation for the Hereafter. The life of this world is temporary, while the life of
the Hereafter is eternal. The success of the Hereafter depends upon the deeds done in this world.

Translation: The world is cultivating field of the Hereafter.

In other words, the example of the world is like that of a farming field. From the field, a farmer
only reaps what he sows there. If a farmer sows wheat in the field, he will surely reap the wheat. If he
plants a garden then he will surely reap the harvest in the form of fruits and flowers, but if anyone sows
thorns and bushes, he will only reap thorns and bushes. Indeed! It is not possible to sow thorns and reap
fruits and flowers.

In the same way, if a farmer works hard in the field, ploughs on time, sows seeds properly, irrigates
on time and protects the field from harmful animals and insects then he will reap the fruits of his labour
in the form of an abundant yield. But, if the farmer is lazy and careless in taking care of his field, he neither
plough on time nor sows seeds properly and neither he waters on time nor he protects it, then he will not
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be able to get any desired crop from the field. In the same way, if a person does good deeds in this world
and protects himself from evil deeds, he will be successful on the Day of Resurrection and will certainly
be rewarded for his good deeds. But whosoever does evil in this world, he will get punishment on the Day
of Resurrection. Or if he has wasted his precious time in this world, he will not be able to get anything in
the Hereafter. It is as if the life of this world has been granted to us for the preparation of the Hereafter.
Therefore, we should be aware of the importance of this worldly life. Life in this world is a blessing
of Allah Almighty, which has been given to us for the preparation of the Hereafter. We should understand
the importance of this blessing and must appreciate it. We must carry out good deeds in worldly life and
stay away from the bad deeds. We should live according to the ways prescribed by Allah and His Rasool

s asllsaliges afezi s so that we may get success and happiness in the Hereafter.

Belief in the Hereafter is one of the basic tenets of Islam, according to which one day this world
and all the things exist in it will perish. Then, another world will be recreated in which human beings will
be resurrected, and on that day their deeds will be weighed. Whosoever has more good deeds will go to

among the pillars of Islam. Multiple Ayaat of the Holy Quran order the believers to establish Namaz, but
the method of performing the Namaz, the number of rakats, and the timings of the Namaz are not
mentioned in the Holy Quran. In this regard, we get guidance from the Sunnah of The Nabi Karim &z
ﬁjﬁsfguﬂﬁsg&sg@& The Nabi Karim 55.@53-;&;759@35&5&%\&; taught the method of Namaz by practically
demonstrating it. Then, he instructed that:

Similarly, Zakat (Charity) is also an important pillar of Islam. Paying of Zakat has been repeatedly

emphasized in the Quran. But, the Nisab (standard) of Zakat, the rate of Zakat, the time of Zakat and other

details are explained by the Sunnah of The Nabi Karim tasalssisalidssafeaifs. The obligation of Saum
in the month of Ramadan is ordered in the Holy Quran, but we have to refer to the Sunnah of the The Nabi
Karim -z %L;;T;g@;ggi;&%@.; for the rulings and problems related to Saum. Hajj is also an important pillar
of Islam. The command to perform it is in the Quran, however, we acquired the details of the rules of Hajj
from the Sunnah of The Nabi Karim 51&53%759@&55122%@‘;.

tul-Wida), the Nabi Karim dsalasfzaidesafea s said:

Translation: Learn properly, the rules and method of performing Hajj from me.

Introduction and Importance of Friday Namaz
It is obligatory on Muslims to offer Friday
Namaz. It cannot be missed without any genuine and
legitimate excuse, which is acceptable in Shariah
(Uzr-e-Shrai). 1t is offered in congregation at the
time of Zuhr Namaz. An Adhan (call for Namaz) is
called before the sermon. After the Adhan, Imam
(leader) of the congregation delivers two sermons.
In the sermons, glorification and praise of Allah,

blessings and peace upon The Nabi Karim &&4idsc §

(i:;a'gtshzT;a'gT&és, obedience to him, and lessons regarding virtues, goodness and good social relations are
imparted. In the end of the sermons, the Imam also prays for the pious and saintly Muslims who left this
world before us. After the sermon, two Rakat of Namaz are offered in congregation. Allah has emphasised
about the Friday Namaz in following Ayat of the Holy Quran:

Translation: O Believers! When the call to Namaz is made on Friday (the day of
congregation), hasten to the remembrance of God, and leave all worldly commerce
(business), this is better for you, if you have knowledge. [Surah Al-Jumua: 9]

Etiquette of Friday Namaz:
®*  One should go to the Masjid for Friday Namaz after taking bath, wearing new or neat & clean
clothes and applying good fragrance.
*  One should go to the Masjid earlier because the first one to reach the Masjid for Friday Namaz
gets the reward of scarifying a camel in the way of Allah.
e One should sit wherever he finds place in the Masjid. It is not right to jump over people's necks
and go ahead or make someone leave their place for you.
e Imam delivers a sermon before the Namaz which must be listened to, quietly and attentively.
Social Significance of Friday:

Islam is a social religion which recommends the Muslims to live in a united manner. So, it has
kept collectiveness in its worship system and has given great importance to a communal approach of
worship. The main purpose of collective Namaz is that Muslims should live together and get to know
about each other's problems. Islam also wants the mutual relations of Muslims to be pleasant, filled with
spirit of sympathy, love and cooperation. Hence, all the worships of Islam teach mutual connection,
relationship and discipline. Friday Namaz is the best example of this collective approach.




Introduction and Importance of Eid Festivals: - -
Every religion and society of the world has Eidgah, Hyderabad " “
some specific days of festival in which they A

celebrate happiness. When The Nabi Karim et fs R ATIL
Aosalssfsaliges migrated from Makkah and came to 58 idearmrdidm
Madinah, the local people there used to celebrate
two days of festival on annual basis. Hence, Allah
also granted Muslims two days in a year to celebrate j i
Eid (Happiness). The first one is Eid-ul-Fitr and the M Lo v

other is Eid-ul-Adha. These days provide Muslims an opportunity to thank Allah on one hand and socialize
with each other and help the needy on the other hand. On the occasion of these Eids, the collective life of
Muslims is practically demonstrated.

Eid-ul-Fitr: Eid-ul-Fitr is celebrated on the 1*' day of the month of Shawwal, in celebration of the
accomplishment of the fasts of Ramadan. Allah Almighty has ordered the Muslims to share their happiness
with other Muslims by providing financial support to their needy brothers on the occasion of Eid-ul-Fitr.
For this purpose, Allah has made Sadaqah Al-Fitr (Fitrana) obligatory on wealthy Muslims, which they
pay on behalf of themselves and their dependents. On one hand, Fitrana is an atonement for the
deficiencies, which occurred during the Saum, while on the other hand, it helps the poor and needy people,
financially. Sadaqah Al-Fitr is given before the Eid-ul-Fitr Namaz so that the poor and needy people can
also share the joys of Eid.

Eid-ul-Adha: Eid-ul-Adha is celebrated on the 10" day of the month of Dhu Al-Hijjah. In fact, this Eid

is celebrated to commemorate the great sacrifice of Hazrat Ibrahim «%.siads which he offered for Allah.

After the Eid-ul-Adha Namaz, halal animals are sacrificed for Allah. This sacrifice is a declaration by the
Muslims that their lives, wealth and everything is for Allah and they are always ready to sacrifice all of
them before Him. Animal Sacrifice is obligatory on every Muslim who has the wealth and ability to do it.
It means, to own the wealth which is at least equal to the Nisab of Zakat. The sacrificial meat is eaten by
the Muslims themselves and distributed among their relatives, friends, the poor and needy. It also increases
mutual brotherhood and compassion.

Manners of Celebrating Eid:

It is Sunnah of The Nabi Karim ﬂa;ﬁu;u%;;g;mj.; to bath (perform Ghusl/), wear clean and good

clothes and apply good fragrance before the Eid Namaz.
e Following Takbir are recited while going for Eid Namaz and returning after performing them:

Namaz) and returning back home after performing the Namaz.
e The Eid Namaz is offered after the Sun has fully risen. It consists of two Rakats and additional
Takbeers than usual Namaz are recited in it.
¢ Imam delivers a sermon (Khutba) after the Eid Namaz, in which the teachings of Islamic brotherhood,

compassion, and sacrifice are highlighted after praising Allah and sending Durood to Nabi Karim J.




s alsslialjes el Performance of good deeds and fear of Allah Almighty is encouraged. It is

necessary to listen to the sermon quietly and attentively.
Social Importance of Eids: Both the Eids have great social significance in the Muslim community,
because in the five-time daily Namaz, only Muslims of a neighbourhood meet each other, during Friday
Namaz Muslims from more than one neighbourhood or the whole town meet together, while in Eid
Namaz, not only the people from the neighbourhood, but from the whole town and from its out skirts get
together. Such huge gatherings of Muslims, on one hand, display unity, discipline and manpower of the
Muslims, while on the other hand they exhibit an expression of love, affection and sympathy among the
Muslims.

On the occasions of Eid, all men, women, children, old people wear neat and clean clothes, shake
hands and hug each other, which double their happiness. According to the commandments of Islam,
Muslims who are wealthy and able, pay Fitrana and offer sacrifice, which helps the poor and needy
financially. In this way, the rich and the poor share the happiness and thus, present a good example of
fraternity and brotherhood.

¢ Friday Namaz is obligatory for the Muslims and it is offered in congregation at the time of Zuhr
Namaz.

¢ Allah has emphasised in the Holy Quran about offering Friday Namaz.

¢ FEid-ul-Fitr and Eid-ul-Adha are two annual occasions of celebration for the Muslims. They wear new
or neat & clean clothes on these occasions and gather in Eid-Gah (Ground where Eid Namaz offered)
to offer gratitude to Allah for His blessings and to meet each other.

Meaning of Saum (Fasting): Fasting is called ‘Saum’ in
Arabic, which literally means to stop, to prevent, to stay
silent etc. Saum in Islam refers to abstaining from food,
drink and carnal desires from dawn till sunset with the
intention of seeking the pleasure of Allah. Saum is the
fourth pillar of Islam and the third most important act of
worship.

Obligation of Saum: Saum is obligatory on every sane and
mature Muslim man and woman. Regarding the obligation .
of Saum, Allah Almighty states: pa—
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Translation: O Believers! Saum has been prescribed for you, just as it was prescribed for
those before you, so that you may guard yourselves against evil. [Surah Al-Baqarah: 183]

In another Ayat, Allah Almighty states:
Translation: Therefore, he who witnesses this month, must fast in it (completely)...
[Surah Al-Baqgarah:185]
The Nabi Karim gesassfaidesaiia fs said:

Translation: Allah Almighty has made the fasts of the month of Ramadan obligatory upon you.
Importance and Merits of Saum: Saum is an important act of worship like Namaz. It is not only
obligatory upon this nation (Ummah), but was also obligatory upon the earlier nations as well. The
permission to leave fast has been given only to the sick people, the travellers and disabled people, but that
too with the condition that as soon as the illness, journey or excuse ends, these people will have to keep
the missed fasts.

While explaining about the merits of Saum, the Nabi Karim s alssfs o 45 i &1 Jo said:
“Whosoever fasts in the month of Ramadan with the intention of gaining faith and reward, all his/her past
sins will be forgiven.” Saum is the best way to abstain from sins. The Nabi Karim 55@53&&5759@&34;\2%@,;
has declared the month of Ramadan as the month of compassion and self-accountability. Another saying
of the Nabi Karim ;.i:;ﬁw;gg;;gm&; states that: ‘This is the month of patience and the reward of

patience is Paradise.’ In this month, the sustenance of the believer is increased. In this month, the Holy
Quran was revealed. In this month, Laila-tul-Qadr (Night of Power or Destiny) is kept, in which the
reward of worship is more than a thousand months worship. In the month of Ramadan, the reward of
performing one optional act of worship (Nafil) is equal to one obligatory act of worship (Fard) and the
reward of performing one obligatory act of worship (Fard) is equal to performing seventy obligatory acts
of worship (Faraid).




Social Significance of Saum: Saum creates an environment of piety and self-control due to which good
deeds increase and evil deeds decline, therefore, more good deeds are seen in the Muslim society during
the month of Ramadan.

A person remains hungry and thirsty while Saum, from dawn to sunset, thus, he realises the feelings
of the hungry and thirsty ones, and develops the sentiments of love, compassion and self-sacrifice for the
deprived ones. This is the reason that more generosity and selflessness is seen in the month of Ramadan
compared to other months. Due to Saum, the members of the society develop good qualities such as
endurance, punctuality, avoidance of backbiting and piety, due to which an environment of order, peace
and tranquillity is created in the society. During the month of Ramadan, Muslims frequently go to Masjid
and become aware of each other's social problems and find solutions to them. Therefore, Saum has a great
social significance.

Benefits of Saum:
* Due to Saum, a person is protected from small and big evils.

As the timings of starting the fast and breaking the fast are set, so the Saum person becomes

punctual and disciplined in his/her life.

* Due to Saum, one's health improves and he/she is protected from many diseases.

Staying hungry and thirsty all day creates feelings of love and compassion for the poor and needy

in the heart of a believer.

e Self-control and piety are developed in a believer by controlling hunger, thirst and other desires
during Saum.
¢ Allah forgives previous sins of the person who fasts.

e Saum is abstaining from food, drink and carnal desires from dawn to sunset with the intention of
seeking the pleasure of Allah Almighty.

e Saum is obligatory on every Muslim and it has great significance in Islam.

e Saum helps a believer to understand the situation of hungry, thirsty and poor ones and encourages
a person to be compassionate and help them.

e Saum is also a cure of many physical and spiritual diseases.

Meaning of Muwakhat:

‘Muwakhat’ (2\s1,.) 1s an Arabic word, which means ‘Brotherhood’. When the persecutions of the
people of Makkah on Muslims exceeded their limits and it became difficult for the Muslims to practice
and propagate their religion in Makkah, then, by the command of Allah, the Nabi Karim QU.;,@;.I;&%\&;

(.iéss'gl.;H;T; ordered the Muslims to migrate from Makkah to Madinah. All the Muslims left their homeland

(Makkah) and went to Madinah. They left each and everything in Makkah for the sake of Islam.
The basic problems for the Muslims, who reached Madinah, were the arrangements of their

residence and livelihood. Keeping this matter in mind, the Nabi Karim tlasa\ssfialidesafeas Lz established
the relationship of Muwakhat (brotherhood) between the original-resident Muslims of Madinah (Ansar)
and his companions .ge<il 2, who had migrated from Makkah to Madinah (Muhajireen) after the

migration. In Islamic history, this relationship of brotherhood is known as the ‘Muwakhat-e-Madinah’.

In the Holy Quran and Ahadith, the Muslims who migrated to Madinah are called ‘ Muhajireen’
and the Muslims of Madinah are called ‘Ansar’. Muhajireen means ‘emigrants’ and Ansar means
‘helpers.’

Sacrifice of the Ansar Companions ... < 2@ Although the Ansar companions g 4 2, had

accommodated the Muhajireen companions .gs4il s, as their honoured guests in their homes, but the

Mubhajireen of Makkah had self-respect and being the neighbours of the House of Allah (in Makkah), they
were known as exemplary hosts themselves. So, they did not like to be permanent guests of the Ansar of
Madinah and did not want to become a burden on them. They liked to earn with their own hands and serve

their guests, so the Nabi Karim r-qué’dtauob aiyes afzzi) Js thought about a permanent system for their support

and established the system of Muwakhat so that the emigrants would not be a burden and trouble for the
people of Madinah. Moreover, the dignity and self-respect of the refugees would also remain intact, and
their collective manpower would not be wasted and result in economic prosperity.

The Ansar tried their best to meet all the needs of the emigrants. Whosoever had two houses, that
person gave one house to his emigrant brother and whosoever had two rooms, gave one room to his
emigrant brother. The occupation of the Ansar was agriculture, while the emigrants were associated with
the profession of trade. They did not know how to do farming; hence, the Ansar of Madinah provided

them with some money so that they could start trading. The Rasool-ul-Allah dasalsilai i3s3 aei Js made
Hazrat Abdul Rehman bin Awf axabl 5, Saad bin Rabi’s brother. Hazrat Saad aw«bl , was a wealthy man.
He offered to give half of his wealth to Hazrat Abdul Rehman bin Auf a4l ., but Hazrat Abdul Rehman
bin Auf axatl e, showed self-esteem and said: May Allah bless your property and wealth, tell me the way

to the market so that I can trade there. In a short time Abdul Rehman’s aw«bl @, trade was blessed so much
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Madinah, the whole city would get excited for it.

Some of the Companions sg:sail g2 opened shops. Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique ax4li 2, used to trade
in cloth and Hazrat Usman a=dil 2, used to trade in dates. Hazrat Umar awdti 2, also got engaged in
business. In the same way, other emigrant Companions ngs4il sz, of the Nabi Karim gL;.;T;?.Mé;g\;lzzi\j..;

<zs also got engaged in small and large businesses.

Due to Muwakhat-e-Madinah, the problems of the refugees ended and they acquired peace and
tranquillity. Muwakhat resulted in the establishment of an Islamic society in Madinah. The Muhajireen
and the Ansar worked together for the propagation of Islam and conveyed the message of Allah to the
people. This is the reason that Islam spread far and wide within a few years. The practical model of
brotherhood, compassion and collective support, which the Nabi Karim s aallsalies aezi) Jos presented

in the form of Muwakhat, was so comprehensive, practical and result oriented that none of the great
thinkers of the world have ever been able to present anything like it.

Aesalaslzaidesaiean Js refused to accept the place of these children free of charge and bought it by paying

the price.
When the construction work of the Masjid started, The Nabi Karim dzsasfsalissalal L5 laid the

first stone with his blessed hand, and after that, his companions g4l joined him, and together, they

continued to lift bricks and stones during the construction.

The building of the Masjid was built in a very simple style. The walls were made of mud bricks
and slurry. The pillars and beams were made of palm trunks, palm branches, and dried leaves and grass
were put on the roof. In the beginning, the floor of the Masjid was composed of mud. Hence, the
worshipers suffered when they prayed in the rain. So, later on, sand and small pebbles were laid on the
ground. Three doors were fitted in the Masjid. The length of the Masjid from the wall of the Qibla to the
back wall was one hundred hands (one hundred and fifty feet), the width was the same or a little less. The
foundation of the Masjid was about three cubits (four and a half feet) deep. Later, as the number of
Muslims increased, the Masjid was expanded.

Since after the death of Hazrat Khadijah \geali s, Hazrat Sauda gzeatl o, and Hazrat Ayesha b g,
e were married to the Rasool-ul-Allah ﬁé;gk&.ﬁ;g@é;&ééﬁ@; in Makkah, so two small apartment were
built for them near the Masjid. After the completion of the rooms, the Rasool-ul-Allah «s.2T4)4e3 alaide

<25 moved from the house of Hazrat Abu Ayyub Ansari awdil e, to these rooms. Later, when other
‘Mothers of the Faithful’ came, more rooms were built. Their doors faced the side of the Masjid. A
platform was built in the north-eastern part of the Masjid, which was called ‘Suffah’ (%) in Arabic. The
Companions ng:sdil 2, of The Nabi Karim (ﬁé;ﬁmfsgw;,’g\;iém&; used to come to him from different parts
of Arabia to learn the Quran. As they had not accommodation facility in Madinah, they used to stay in
Suffah. They were called ‘Ashab-e-Suffah’ (af.égkm\) whose number kept changing.

members of the Arab tribes who had been fighting for a long time, would come and sit together with love
and affection. Also, it was a centre from where the entire system of the small state of Madinah was run.

When Jihad was permitted, the Prophet's dasalsslsaldss sl o Masjid became the centre for Jihad
preparations. Here, the Mujahideen (soldiers) were given war training and from here, they were sent on
military campaigns. In addition, it had the status of a Dar A/-Shura (parliament) where meetings were

held about various national and international matters. Along with all this, the Masjid was the abode of a
significant number of those poor people who had no houses, no wealth and no family.

Meaning of the Charter of Madinah:

‘Mithaq’ (34.w) is an Arabic word which literally means ‘charter’, ‘treaty’, ‘agreement’ or
‘covenant’ etc. Mithaq-e-Madinah or the Charter of Madinah refers to the agreement that the Nabi Karim
rﬁé;gk&ﬁ;ﬁ&éggﬁpm& concluded between Muslims, Jews and other tribes to establish peace in the small
state of Madinah and make it strong and stable.

When the Rasool-ul-Allah @53&5@\“&55&&%@% came to Madinah, two tribes of Ansar; Banu

Aws and Banu Khazraj, and three tribes of Jews; Banu Qaingah, Banu Nadhir and Banu Qurayzah were
settled in Madinah. Apart from them, there were other tribes living around in the out skirts of Madinah.

The Prophet (ia;ﬁ\;ﬂ;ﬁ?m;sgiéiii&; gathered all the tribes of Madinah to maintain peace and order to

stabilize the newly born state, and by mutual consent, an agreement was reached between the Jews,
Muslims and other tribes, which got famous by the name of ‘The Charter of Madinah.’
Important Clauses of the Charter of Madinah: The Charter of Madinah consisted of 54 articles, the
most important of which are given below:
¢ All the tribes of Madinah will live in peace and harmony and all people will participate for the
establishment of peace.
* In case of an attack by an external enemy on Madinah, all will fight the enemy together and collectively
bear the costs of the war.
e All parties of the agreement will recognize Madinah as ‘Haram’ (a place of honour and peace) and
will not cause any unrests in it.
¢ All parties of the agreement shall treat each other with goodwill and kindness.
Each party shall have freedom of religion and there will be no interference in the religious affairs of
any other party.
The oppressed will be helped.
No party of the agreement will give shelter to the people of the Quraysh tribe of Makkah.
No man shall be liable for the crime of his ally.
Each party will deal with its internal conflicts independently.
If there is a disagreement between the parties to the contract, all the parties will accept the decision of

Background of Ghazwa-e-Badr (Battle of Badr): After the Migration to Madinah, the Nabi Karim J.s
dasalsslzaidesadeal and the emigrants of Makkah were able to live in a peaceful city and a small Islamic

state was established. However, the polytheists of Makkah did not like that the Muslims were living
peacefully, had established their independent Islamic state and were propagating Islam freely. They also
fear that if Muslims were allowed to become powerful, then, they could take revenge of the atrocities
inflicted on them by the Makkans by attacking Makkah. So, they used various conspiracies to wipe out
the Muslims from the surface of Earth. On the other hand, Almighty Allah permitted Muslims to launch
Jihad (Armed warfare) and the Battle of Badr took place at a place called Badr, on 17th Ramadan 2°¢ A H.
This battle was the first decisive battle between Kufr (disbelief) and Islam.

Causes of Ghazwa-e-Badr (Battle of Badr): There were several reasons for the Battle of Badr. One of

the main reasons was that Hazrat Abu Sufyan axa e, (Who had not converted to Islam at that time) was

returning from Syria with a trade caravan. This caravan had a lot of wealth of the Makkans, i.e., there
were a thousand camels loaded with goods which costed around fifty thousand dinars (262.5 kilos of gold)
while there were only forty men to guard it. When this caravan reached near Madinah, Hazrat Abu Sufyan

asabl 2, was afraid that the Muslims might stop the caravan, so he sent a message to Makkah for help. On
this, an army of 1,000 men left for Madinah to attack the Muslims.

When The Nabi Karim iz 54‘.2\;;75?;7&552:\22%\&4 heard about the arrival of the Makkan army, he went
to Badr, 80 miles (130 kilometres) from Madinah, to block them. There were 313 Muslims with The Nabi
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Karim & gﬁls,;T;a.gTQ,\;;gI\;ii\&; at that time. 84 out of them were Muhajireen while 229 were Ansar. Th
Muslim army did not even have full weapons to fight. They had a total of 6 swords and 2 armours. They had
70 camels and 2 horses for riding. Compared to them, the army of the infidels consisted of a thousand people.
They had one hundred horses, 600 armours and 100 camels.

Events of Ghazwa-e-Badr (Battle of Badr): The army of the infidels and the Muslims faced each other
at Badr. The disbeliever’s army was led by Abu Jahl, while the Muslim army was commanded by The

Nabi Karim ;ﬁls.éTga’ng;;g;J;wJ.;. The ground was sandy, so the feet of the soldiers were not able to

stand firmly on the ground. Hence, one night before the battle, Allah Almighty sent rain to the battle field
which made the ground smooth. The sand became hard and the soldiers were able to stand firmly on the
ground. Muslim soldiers (Mujahideen) became refreshed after the rainfall. The same night, the Rasool-ul-

Allah {z54)6.3T4 Jesa3z28 S5 kept praying to Allah for victory.
The Battle began on 17" of Ramadhan, 2 A.H. On behalf of the infidels, Utbah, his brother Shaiba
and his son Walid bin Utbah entered the field to fight the Muslims. On behalf of the Muslims, Hazrat Ali

asabl 2y, Hazrat Hamzah awabl ), and Hazrat Ubaidah bin Harith axati @, came on the field to fight them,

and they quickly killed all the three disbelievers. After that, the war started and the Muslims showed great
bravery. Furthermore, Allah Almighty sent divine help for the Muslims through angels. In the end, the
Muslims were victorious in this battle, and the infidels faced a huge defeat. The leader of the pagan’s

army, Abu Jahl was killed by two young soldiers Muadh awabl 2, and Mu’awaz asdii .. 70 infidels were

killed, 70 were taken prisoners and the rest fled from the Battle field. 14 Muslims were martyred in this
battle, 6 belonged to the Muhajireen and 8 from the Ansar. In this battle, many of the heroes and prominent
leaders of the infidels were killed.

The Nabi Karim’s {4624 jesaiaidc Exemplary Treatment with Prisoners: The Nabi Karim J.
desalaslzaiesadeal treated the prisoners of Badr in a very nice manner. Some of them were set free as a

gesture of favour. As for the remaining prisoners, it was decided that they should get their freedom by
paying fidyah (ransom) amount. Some of them could not pay ransom but, they were literate. So, they were
asked to impart education to ten Muslim children in exchange for their freedom.
Impact of the Battle of Badr:

¢ The Battle of Badr was the first battle between truth and falsehood, in which truth won and falsehood

failed.

¢ In the Battle of Badr, the pride of the infidels of Makkah was crushed and their downfall began.

¢ After the success in the Battle of Badr, Islam began to spread rapidly.

¢ In the Battle of Badr, Allah led the Muslims to victory through unseen divine help.

From the battle of Badr, we get the lesson that Allah does not leave His servants alone in the work
of religion which is done with trust in Allah and with sincere intention. He always supports them.
Therefore, we should not hesitate to make any sacrifice for the revival of our religion and to support the
truth as it always prevails.

The Battle of Badr took place on 17th of Ramadan 2 A.H. at Badr.

This confrontation was the first war between the Muslims and the polytheists of Makkah.

In this war, 14 Muslims were martyred and 70 infidels were killed and the same number were
captured as prisoners.

In this battle, Muslims were victorious and the infidels were defeated.

The Uhud Mountain: A mountain named ‘Uhud’ is located 3 miles in the Northern side of Madinah. At
the foot of this mountain, the second battle between the Muslims and the infidels of Makkah took place
on 7™ of Shawwal 3 A.H. which is called the Battle of Uhud or Ghazwa-e-Uhud.
Causes of the Battle of Uhud:

* In the Battle of Badr, 70 disbelievers of Makkah including their prominent leaders had been killed and
the same number of people had been made war captives, so the Quraysh wanted to take revenge of
that defeat from the Muslims.

¢ The sympathies of the Jews were also with the disbelievers of Makkah. They provoked them to take
revenge and also promised to support them.

¢ The Quraysh had great honour and prestige in Arabia due to being the custodians of the Kabah in
Makkah. The defeat at the Battle of Badr destroyed their honour. Therefore, they felt it necessary to
take revenge against the Muslims to restore their dignity. As if it was a revenge war which was
imposed on the Muslims by the infidels of Makkah.

Events of the Battle:

Due to the defeat and loss suffered by the people of Makkah in the battle of Badr and the shock of
the slaughter of their chiefs and honoured ones, their hearts were filled with anger against the Muslims.
Hence, after the Battle of Badr, they unanimously decided to avenge their loved ones and satisfy their

anger by fighting a full-scale war against the Muslims. Hazrat Abbas .#, the uncle of The Nabi Karim J.
Aosalssiialiyesafias), was in Makkah. He sent word to the The Nabi Karim dusalssfsalidesalesi ls about
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the army of the infidels, who had set out to attack Madinah. As soon as The Nabi Karim i3 alezil fa

#salsifs received the information, he sent a few companions w4l s, to assess the situation. It was found
out that the army of the infidels had reached near Madinah. Hence, the Nabi Karim a\s.2l4425 alezil fa
#zs called the companions ngsdl e, in Masjid-e-Nabawi 5 4\sf3 i desa24 L5 to consult about this
matter.

The Nabi Karim r’-ﬁé;gk&éﬁg@é;@ééﬁ\&; and Senior Companions pg:sail 52 were of the opinion that
they should not go out of Madinah, but should be fortified inside the city. This way, if the polytheists of

Makkah stayed in their camp, their stay would be pointless and futile, and if they entered Madinah, the
Muslims would fight them on the streets and the women would throw stones at them from the rooftops.

However, the advice of the Young Companions g4l 2, was that they should go out of the city and fight
the enemy. The Prophet rﬁ&;g%ﬁg@égy’émj@ saw the young people’s passion for Jihad and accepted

their advice.
The army of the infidels of Makkah consisted of 3000 warriors. They had 200 horses and 3000

camels, led by Hazrat Abu Sufyan a:dil e, (Who had not yet converted to Islam). This army encamped

near Mount Uhud on 6 Shawwal 3 A.H. The Nabi Karim 23 aellialiies akeatl Jos prepared an army of 1000

soldiers, which left for Uhud after the Asr Namaz on 6 Shawwal 3 A .H.
Abdullah bin Ubayy, the leader of the hypocrites, separated from the army of Islam along with 300
of his cohorts. So, the army of the Muslims was reduced to 700.

The army of Muslims and infidels faced each other on 7" Shawwal 3 A.H. The Nabi Karim &l s
ﬁiasﬁkaﬁ;gmésgé&, from a defensive point of view, arranged the rows of Muslims soldiers (Mujahideen)
in a way that Mount Uhud was at their backs. There was a narrow pass in Mount Uhud which is now

known as ‘Jabal Rumaat’, from which there was a threat of the enemy’s attack. The Nabi Karim «izaii j
ﬁj&sﬁuﬁsg&s appointed a squad of 50 archers there under the leadership of Hazrat Abdullah bin Jubayr

Ansari axabl ) and strictly instructed them: ‘Whether we win or lose, you will not leave this pass until we

tell you to.’
The leader of the infidels of Makkah was Talha bin Abi Talha Abdari and the flag of the Muslims

was in the hands of Hazrat Mus’ab bin Umair a=dii . Before the battle began, the leader of the infidels,
Talha bin Abi Talha Abdari, came forward and challenged for a one on one duel. On behalf of the Muslims,
Hazrat Zubair bin Awam axail 2, moved forward and killed him. Then, his brother Usman bin Abi Talha

advanced, and Hazrat Hamza ax«bi 2, killed him too. In this way, a few more infidels came, one after another

raising their flag and getting killed. After that, full war broke out.
On behalf of the Muslims, Hazrat Ali, Hazrat Hamza, Hazrat Zubair, Abu Dujana and Abu Talha

Ansari ngail 2> showed great feats of bravery. Meanwhile, Hazrat Hamza a4kl 2, who was fighting with
great bravery and was tearing through the ranks of the enemy, was secretly attacked by a slave named

‘Wahshi’. Hazrat Hamza a4t s, was killed in that sudden attack. But despite this, the excellent strategy

of the Nabi Karim @i@;y&;ﬁ;g&;g&m&; and the continuous attacks of the Companions g4t > made




the enemy infuriated to the extent that they fled from the battle field and even ran away from their camp.
In this situation, the Muslims started collecting the war booty left by the enemy.

Misunderstanding of the Archers deployed on the Pass and the Change of Situation at the
Battlefield: When the army of the Quraysh was fleeing the battle field, the archers at the pass thought that

the Muslims had won. Despite the prohibition of Hazrat Abdullah bin Jubair axabi 2., they left the pass
unprotected to collect the booty. Only 10 archers remained at the pass, including Hazrat Abdullah bin
Jubair asabi . At the same time, Khalid bin Walid a4t 2, (Who had not yet converted to Islam) noticed

that only a few archers were guarding the pass so he attacked them. Now, since there were only a few
archers left at the pass, they could not stop the large army of infidels, but they fought the infidels until
they embraced martyrdom.

Then, Khalid bin Walid a4l s, attacked from this pass, which caused severe damage to the
Muslims as they were surrounded by the army of the infidels from the front and the back, and they were

trapped in between. Meanwhile, the Nabi Karim ﬁéigl&.ﬁ@&éigﬂééﬁ@; was also seriously wounded and
one of his blessed teeth was also broken. Hazrat Mus’ab bin Umair a4l 2., the flag holder of the Muslim
army, resembled The Nabi Karim s asllialiyes aleih s, When he was martyred, a rumour spread that
the Rasool-ul-Allah ;fu;e'gtsnﬁ; ‘.».QTJ;;@;I;&%!&; had been martyred. This news demoralized the Muslims.
Suddenly, Hazrat Ka’b bin Malik axabl 2, saw the Rasool-ul-Allah safe and sound and declared: ‘O
Muslims! The Rasool-ul-Allah ﬂé;gk&éi@@é;é&iﬁi&é is alive.” At his voice, the Companions gl s
gathered around The Nabi Karim 55.353&2@@&25512&%\3&5 and became his shield against the attackers.
Meanwhile, Hazrat Abu Talha Ansari axdtl 2, defended the Rasool-ul-Allah ﬁé;gk&;ﬁg@é;&ém\&; in an
excellent manner. Hazrat Saad bin Abi Waqas awdil «,, who was a famous archer, did the same. The

Rasool-ul-Allah r:i&sa'u;\;.éTsa'gT&ésggl;%\&;, took out all the arrows from his quiver and placed them in front
of him and said: ‘My parents be sacrificed at you! Shoot with these arrows.’

Muslim women also showed great bravery in this battle along with the Companions g, of
The Nabi Karim 3 ‘;.guﬂ;’a’gmé;g.;lzmjvg. Hazrat Umme Amara \gedbl e, was also defending The Nabi
Karim ﬂ@;g&;@@.;sgém&; and received 12 wounds. Apart from this, Hazrat Aisha edile,, Umme
Saleet lgzeditl 25, Umme Aiman lgeabl 25, and Umme Sulaim a2, kept providing water to the wounded

soldiers. Gradually, the other Companions ngqil 2, of The Nabi Karim s SV aleai fs also
gathered around him. Due to the regrouping of the Muslims and their pursuit of the enemy, the infidels
did not dare to attack again. They thought it was better to return back so they left the field and went to
Makkah.

Results:

¢ In this battle 70 Muslims were martyred while 22 disbelievers were killed.

* The Nabi Karim & ;%Q;T;QTL‘;;;Q;%!J,; were severely injured and one of his teeth was broken.

¢ This war did not prove to be the decisive one because the infidels returned back without achieving
their objective. They expected to eliminate all the Muslims and none of them would remain alive, but
they failed.
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The hypocrites were exposed in this battle.
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In this battle, Muslims learnt that, success is only achieved by the obedience of the Nabi Karim 41
s asllzaliesade. If Muslim had not left the mountain passage, then the situation would have been
different. Situation of the battle changed because of the disobedience of the Rasool-ul-Allah &z Sz
dosalaslzaides and the Muslims faced huge losses.

It is learnt from this unit that

Battle of Uhud was fought at the foothills of the Mount Uhud which is located 3 miles away from
Madinah.

This was the battle took place on 7™ of Shawwal 3 A.H. and it was the second battle between the
Muslims and the infidels of Makkah.

In this battle, 70 Muslims were martyred, The Nabi Karim ;ﬁ.a;%k;nzisgl“&;‘};lzmj..; was injured and 22
infidels were killed.
This war was undecided. Though the infidels had upper hand but they could not achieve their goal.

Muslims faced a lot of loss in this battle due to the misunderstanding among the soldiers appointed at
the Mountain pass.

The Nabi Karim’s dosalssfialdesafiaifs beloved uncle Hamzah aail e, was martyred in this battle
by a slave named ‘Wahshi’ (who later accepted Islam).

Ghazwa-e-Khandaq (The Battle of Trench): Battle Of Trench
This battle was fought between the infidels of g

Makkah and their allies against the Muslims in the month 33

of Shawwal, 5 A.H. In this battle Muslims dug a trench for

the defence of Madinah, therefore, it is called Ghazwa-e-

Khandaq (The Battle of Trench) and it is also called

Ghazwa-e-Ahzab (The Battle of Allies) because different

groups of infidels allied together against the Muslims and

participated in the battle.

Causes of Ghazwa-e-Khandaq (The Battle of Trench):

¢ After the defeat of Badr and the indecisive battle of
Uhud, the infidels were restless and wanted to take
revenge from the Muslims. So, for taking the revenge
and for a decisive war, they gathered under the banner

of Abu Sufyan a=abl 2, (Who had not yet converted to Islam).

¢ The trade of the people of Makkah with Syria was already under threat, now after Muslim’s control of
Najd and Dumat Al-Jandal, their trade with the region of Iraq was also in danger, so, they decided to
take extreme measures against the Mu slims.

Events: Abu Sufyan a=aii e, (Who had not yet converted to Islam), the head of Quraysh of Makkah, left
Makkah with an army of four thousand people. Other allies joined him along the way. An army consisting
of ten thousand warriors left for the purpose of marching on Madinah. On the other hand, the Rasool-ul-

Allah r:f\.:;gk&ﬁ;g@é;glééﬁ\&; consulted the Companions ngs4il 2, as soon as he heard about the infidel
army. Hazrat Salman Farsi a4l s, was of the opinion that Madinah should be defended by digging a

trench around the city and everyone agreed on this opinion. The Nabi Karim i3 PEESAF PNV e s
examined the area by himself on a horse. There were Rocky Mountains, houses and gardens on three sides
of Madinah, so the city was not in much danger from these sides. These sides could be defended by just
making posts there. Only a distance of 3.5 miles from the northern side was an open field. There was a
strong possibility that the enemy could attack from here. Therefore, it was decided to dig a trench on that
side.

This distance was divided among 3000 Muslims soldiers (Mujahideen) in such a way that groups
of ten people were formed. Each group was given the responsibility of digging ten yards. A trench of ten
yards wide and ten yards deep was dug so that the enemy could not cross it. The Muslims started digging

trenches with all their hard work and dedication. The Rasool-ul-Allah (;7.:;3&;,28 alUes aleah o himself took
part in the digging of the trench. Within a week, the excavation of the trench was completed. The Nabi
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Karim 43 abllialies 4z J divided the troops on different parts of the trench, and kept a part of trench
under his control. Women and children were moved to safe forts. A group of 200 Muslim soldiers
(Mujahideen) were appointed on the posts to protect the city of Madinah so that no enemy could enter the
city.

Every day, the infidels appointed new generals in the hope that he would devise a strategy which
would help them cross the trench. Every general would fight with his entire army on the day of his turn,
but despite a several efforts, they could not cross the trench because the Mujahideen in the fronts on the
other side would pierce them with arrows. At the area where the trench was less wide, the famous Arab
war hero Abd Wudd, Dharar, Jubairah and Naufal crossed the trench with horses. Abd Wudd, who was

considered equal to 1,000 brave men, challenged the Muslims for fight. Hazrat Ali axabl e, fought with
him bravely and killed him. Dharar and Jubaira escaped, Naufal fell into the trench and was killed by
Hazrat Ali asdbl ..

The Jews of Banu Qurayzah were allies of the Muslims because of the Treaty of Madinah.
However, Huyayy bin Akhtab, chieftain of Banu Nadhir, an exiled tribe of the Jews, came to them and
succeeded in convincing them to break the treaty and inciting them against the Muslims. As the Jews of

Banu Qurayzah lived close to the Muslims on the inner side of the trench, they planned to attack the
Muslim forts, where the women and children of the Muslims were safe. When a Jew came near the fort to

assess the situation, Hazrat Safiyyah aali ., the maternal aunt of the Nabi Karim 23 allsaliies alesdb fa
saw him. She attacked him and killed him, then threw his head towards the Jews. Hazrat Safiyyah’s b e,

\gs strategy struck fear into the hearts of the Jews. They thought that there were significant number of
Muslim soldiers (Mujahideen) inside the fort, so they did not dare to approach the fort again.

A newly converted Muslim, Hazrat Nuaim bin Masood Ashjai axa4il 5, whose conversion to Islam

was not known to anyone, adopted a strategy that ended the alliance between the Jews and the infidels.
Thus, Muslims benefited from the chaos of Jews and infidels in Makkah. On the other hand, since the

infidels of Makkah were unaware of the trench strategy of the Nabi Karim dsa\ssfalidesafiasifs, so they

did not arrange enough food and supplies for the campaign. Hence, their supplies began to run out.
Meanwhile the winter season also started and the soldiers of the infidels of Makkah began to fall ill due
to weather. One night, a stormy wind blew which scattered all the equipment of the infidels of Makkah,
and their tents were overturned.

The severity of the weather, the long span of siege, the stormy wind, the scarcity of supplies and
the isolation of the Jews, all together, all these factors weakened their morale and stroke fear into their
hearts. Under these conditions, the army of the infidels gave up their intention to stay there any longer and
after besieging Madinah for about a month, they ended the siege and returned back with a failed campaign.

The war of Trench was actually not a war of loss of life and property but a war of nerves, in which
no bloody battle took place, but still it was a decisive battle of Islamic history. As a result of this battle,
the morale of the polytheists was broken and it became clear that no Arab force could destroy the small
Muslim force that was developing in Madinah, because the Arabs could not provide a greater force than

that had been provided in the Trench war. So, after returning from the battle field, the Rasool-ul-Allah J.

esalsslialidesales said: ‘Now we will attack them, they will not attack us. Now our army will go towards

them.” All of his words were proven to be true as the infidels of the Arabs did not have the courage to
attack Madinah later on.
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Results:
¢ The Battle of Trench proved to be a decisive battle in favour of the Muslims as all the Arabs attacked

the Muslims with full force, but they failed before the strategy of the Nabi Karim 4s.2f5aji 423 alesi f

s,

¢ After the Battle of Trench, the Quraysh of Makkah lost their power and were unable to attack the
Muslims again.

¢ All the Arab tribes were overwhelmed and awed by the Muslims and they were surprised by the war

strategy of the Nabi Karim tlsalsafialyesales ds.
e After the Battle of Trench, Arab tribes rapidly started to accept Islam.
The Battle of Trench teaches us that the help and support of Allah is always with those who are

firm and steady on the path of truth. Therefore, we should trust Allah Almighty and not be afraid of the
sufferings in the path of truth and righteousness. In this path lies the success of both worlds.

The Battle of Trench was fought at Madinah in the month of Shawwal 5 A.H.

This battle was fought between Muslims against the infidels of Makkah and their allies.

In this battle, the Muslims dug a trench around Madinah to protect themselves.

This battle proved to be decisive in favour of the Muslims because after this battle, disbelievers did
not have the power to attack the Muslims.

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CHAPTER-4

MORALS AND MANNERS

Introduction

The word ‘Akhlaq’ ($¥s') is the plural form of ‘Khulug’ (33+). The meaning of ‘Khulug’ is firm

habit, characteristic, attitude, moral, manner and consideration etc. Morals or ethics (4khlaq) refer to the
firm habits, attitudes and manners of a human being according to which he/she lives his/her life. The good
habits and good attitudes of a person are called Akhlag-e-Hasana (Good Morals) and the bad habits and
bad attitudes are called Akhlaq-e-Sayyiah (Bad Morals). Good morals are admired in every society while
bad morals are disliked in every society. Good morals are sign of a person’s great qualities and his/her
civilized nature, while bad morals are a sign of his/her bad qualities and his/her uncivilized nature.

‘Aadaab’ (o\s7) Etiquettes is the plural form of ‘Adab’ (o»)). ‘Aadaab’ refers to manners, courtesy

and politeness. ‘dadaab’ or Etiquettes means that every work should be done with courtesy, civility,
politeness and pleasant manners. In other words, to adopt good manners is Akhlag (morality) and to adopt
these qualities in a polite, decent and pleasant manner is Aadaab (Etiquettes).

Islam, in its teachings, commands every Muslim to adopt good morals and manners and forbids

bad morals and manners. Allah Almighty said in praise of the Nabi Karim do;alssfzaidesafeaifa:
Translation: And you truly are on an exalted (standard of) character.
The Nabi Karim dasalssialidesslea fe said:
Translation: I have been sent to complete good morals.
The Nabi Karim gdasalssfialjésafead Lo also said:
Translation: The best person is the one who has the best morals.
The Nabi Karim gdasalssfialjesaiead Lo also said:
Translation: On the Day of Judgment, nothing will weigh more than good conduct in the
scale of a believer.

Meaning of Promise:

Keeping a promise means to fulfil the promise or statement or an oath made to someone. Generally,
keeping a promise means that we should fulfil the promises we make to each other. But the meaning of
keeping a promise in Islam is very broad. If they are the promises made to Allah and His Rasool/, promises
made to each other or agreements made with a government or private organization, all of them must be
fulfilled. When we recited the Kalim-e-Tayyiba ‘La ilaha illa Allah Muhammad Rasulullah

(b Uy dame bl V1Y)’ we made a promise to Allah Almighty and His Rasool (.iasﬁks..éfs‘:.;\“&;g.;l;éiljﬁs that
we would follow the commandments of Allah and follow the Sunnah of His Rasool a\afsalljesadessi Jo
s throughout our lives. Therefore, it is necessary for us to follow the commandments of Allah and the

Sunnah of the Rasool-ul-Allah ﬁkf%%fjﬂ\y&jgﬁiﬁ\;@, in all matters of life. Similarly, when we make a

promise to a person or enter into an agreement with an institution, it is also obligatory on us to fulfil and
accomplish it. We often make promises to each other, for example, a promise to take something from
someone and return it at a certain time, a promise to arrive at a place, a promise to work at a certain time,
a promise to help someone, to attend a meeting or event etc. We should fulfil all these promises so that
we maintain our trust in each other and can be known as a good Muslim and a responsible citizen.

The Importance of keeping Promises in the Light of Quran and Sunnah:

Allah Almighty has given great importance to keep promises. Therefore, in many of the Ayaat of
the Holy Quran, He has commanded to fulfil the promise. Keeping promises is one of the attributes of
Allah. Allah states in the Holy Quran:

Translation: This is Allah’s true promise, and who can be more truthful in Words than Allah?
[Surah Al-Nisa: 122]
Allah has ordered to embrace the good quality of keeping promises not only to this Ummah, but

He also urged the nations of the previous Ambiya «¥.J\wes to fulfil their promises. He ordered Bani Israel

about keeping their promises in following words:
Translation: Fulfil the promise you made to me. I will fulfil the promise I made to you.
[Surah Al-Nisa: 40]
While commanding the Muslims to abide by their promise, Almighty Allah said:

The Rasool-ul-Allah Jx3 alallsall 3es ake 41 Jo emphasized the importance of keeping promises

through his words and deeds. The Nabi Karim tzsalasfzaidesaieai s was so famous for keeping his

promises that even the enemies of the Nabi Karim dasalssfialidesafiadi s used to mention this virtue of




Islam), the opponent of the Nabi Karim 51&59%7534\’&551;&%@“;, was asked questions in the court of the

Roman Empire Caesar, one of the question was that whether the Nabi Karim Jz ;ﬁk;,;@a’q@;;g;m&; kept
his promise or not, Abu Sufyan axaii @, replied: ‘He does not break promises.’ In the form of the Treaty
of Madinah, the Nabi Karim (i&se‘gk;.éisc‘qmésg.;l;a%ijﬁz made an agreement with the Jews. The Nabi Karim
ﬁusgk;.éﬁgwésgézmj.\; and the Muslims adhered to it even though the Jews violated this agreement, as a
result of that Allah disgraced them.

At the time when the Nabi Karim jﬁk;,;T;a'gUésg.’jéi%\Jvz was leaving for the Battle of Badr, Hazrat
Hudhayfah asail @, came with his father Hazrat Yamaan awdti 2, from Makkah to Madinah to visit the
Nabi Karim gosalssfzaljes 42241 Js and told him that on the way, Abu Jahl stopped them and left them
after taking a promise that they will not participate in fight alongside the Nabi Karim a\s.2f54 353 aleah g
#z; in this war. The Nabi Karim dasasfzaijesafeaii s said: ‘Fulfil what you have promised, we will

pray for help from Allah against them.’ This was an occasion in which the Muslims needed each and every
individual, because the polytheist’s army was three times more than the Muslim soldiers (Mujahideen)

and this was a promise taken by force. However, The Nabi Karim 55@53&.3@‘”&35525&%1&; did not allow
them to break the promise.

Hazrat Anas a4l e, has cited that The Nabi Karim dasalasfzaidesalia ds used to state the
following words in each of his sermons:

YT
Translation: ‘He who does not keep his promise has no faith.’

The Nabi Karim r:i;;ﬁw;a‘;w;;é;’em&; declared that breaking of promises was one of the signs
of hypocrisy. It means that it does not suit a Muslim to break his/her promise, whether he/she made a
promise to the common people, to his/her friends or to himself/herself or to the enemies or to the Muslims
or non-Muslims. The Muslim always keeps his/her promise whether it is made with weak or strong people.
A sea can change its direction and a mountain can move from its place but it is not the characteristic of a
Muslim that he/she does not fulfil what he/she utters from his/her mouth or he/she does not accomplish
his/her oaths and promises.

Keeping the promise has both individual and collective benefits. It develops people’s trust on each
other. An atmosphere of trust and honesty is established in the society and such a society is called a
civilized and organized one. Therefore, we should prove ourselves to be a good Muslim and civilized
citizen by always keeping our promises.

¢ Fulfilment of promise generally refers to the accomplishment of the words said by a person, but in
Islam it has very broad meanings.

Fulfilment of promise is a sign of a good Muslim and civilised citizen.

In Islam, breaking the promise is a sign of hypocrisy.

A person who breaks promises is considered unreliable in the society and he/she deserves the
punishment of Allah Almighty.

Forgiveness:

Forgiveness means to be merciful and not to take revenge. It is explained as: To forgive the
mistakes and faults of the people and not to take revenge from them for your own sake despite having
power and authority to do so. Forgiveness is included in good manners. In its moral teachings, Islam
commands to control one’s anger and to forgive the mistakes and faults of the people.

This is a fact that whosoever steps in the practical life of the world, at some point or the other,
he/she suffers from griefs and agonies in some way or the other. Sometimes from his own relatives,
sometimes from strangers, sometimes from elders, sometimes from children, sometimes from friends and
sometimes from enemies. Then, the person faces two options, either to take revenge on people for every
small thing or try to forgive them as much as possible. Although Islam gives a person the right to take
revenge for whatever he has been wronged, but Islam prefers and likes the person to pardon and forgive.
Islam has also declared that forgiveness is the highest quality of a human being and a sign of nobility. In
fact, the forgiveness is an attribute of Almighty Allah. Allah states in the Holy Quran:

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Translation: Indeed, Allah is the Most Pardoning, Often Forgiving.
[Surah Al-Nisa: 43]

The Nabi Karim dzsalssfialijesafiad fs said:

Translation: A strong man is not the one who knocks others down, but a strong man is
the one who controls himself when angry.

Regarding forgiveness, the practical life of the Nabi Karim 51@33%?592}254122}3\&; is the best

example for us. His life was a perfect example of forgiveness and he has left for us a great number of
examples of forgiveness to follow.

The people of Makkah were the mortal enemies of the Nabi Karim r-L.ué’uLzmb aiges alezil jos who cut

off all social relations with the beloved ones and relatives of the Nabi Karim do;alasfzaljesaess fs for
three years in retaliation of the propagation of Islam, and confined them in She'b Abi Talib. During this

time, they were forced to eat leaves. Eventually The Nabi Karim dzsalssfalbss akeib do was forced to
migrate from Makkah with his followers. Even in Madinah, they did not allow the Nabi Karim 2 s
(.5'&54‘?&.;@@;5 to live peacefully. In the Battle of Uhud, they broke the holy tooth of Nabi Karim &%
(-i:us@k;ﬁsg\”&;;. They made the head and body of the Rasool-ul-Allah &5@&&59\”&,’@;&&%\&; bleed. Even
then, after overpowering the people of Makkah on the occasion of the conquest of Makkah, the Nabi Karim
r:i.zsﬁu;@m;;gi;aw.; forgave them all. He not only forgave Abu Sufyan awdil e, who was a bitter
opponent of the Nabi Karim ﬁ,zgfgui;%;;gcmj“; (before his acceptance of Islam), but declared that
whoever took refuge in his house was also forgiven.

From this example, it is clear that Allah Almighty and His Rasoo!/ 51&53&5.&759!1‘;&5531&%!&; love

forgiveness and encourage the believers to do the same.
Therefore, we should forgive the shortcomings and mistakes of the people by adopting the

attributes of Allah and following the good behavior of the Rasool-ul-Allah ﬁé;g%figl@ésgj&‘ul&;. If we

commit a mistake that hurts someone, then we must ask him for pardon and forgiveness. By doing this
act, we will gain honor in this world and we will also be blessed with success in the Hereafter.
Forbearance:

Forbearance means patience. It is explained as: To bear people’s ignorance, unnecessary harshness
and their offensive words with courage and not to take personal revenge from them despite having the
power and authority to do so. Allah excuses and forgives the offensive words of His servants even though
He has the ultimate power and authority to do whatever He wants to do. It is mentioned in the Holy Quran:

Translation: Allah is Forgiving and Forbearing. [Surah Aal-e-Imran: 155]

Similarly, He loves those among His servants who tolerate the insults of the people, suppress
his/her anger, and forgives the faults of the people and is kind to them. As stated in the Holy Quran:

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Translation: (those) who restrain their anger and forgive (the faults of the) people; and
Allah loves those who are benevolent. [Surah Aal-e-Imran: 134]

A person repeatedly requested the Rasool-ul-Allah Jxs alsllsall (23 aleal s to give him some
advice. Each time, the Nabi Karim r:iass‘gtsn;@gi“&;;g.;zm&; said: Do not be angry. While appreciating an
individual, the Nabi Karim ﬁ@;ﬁmfsgg.;;gé;mj“; said: There are two qualities in you that Allah loves,
one is forbearance and the other is that you are not hasty.

The Nabi Karim s PR PV S PHIA] J was very forbearing and tolerant. Tired with the
persecution of the polytheists of Makkah, the Nabi Karim (.i.&;ﬁgks.,ﬁ;ﬁq\i‘,&;;é;lziiljv; went to Taif to invite
the people towards Islam. Instead of accepting the invitation of the Nabi Karim asasfzaligesafiaife,
the people of Taif, greatly troubled the Nabi Karim ﬂ&;g&;ﬁg@é;g]&%i&; and set the street children on
him, who threw stones at the Rasool-ul-Allah dzsa\sslial j2s40221 S5 and he was injured, to the extent that

his blessed shoe soles were stained with blood. On this occasion, Hazrat Jibrael «%.iads appeared in his
service and said that Allah Almighty has sent an angel of the mountains for him and he will follow the

command of The Nabi Karim 55\&39&.2?5 ?.QU,;;;:J.E%\&;. After that, the angel of the mountains appeared in
front of The Nabi Karim 53&53&57@@3;’5@1%\&. He sent his peace and blessings upon the Nabi Karim .
Aiaadisaiissaleat and said:

Translation: If you give me the order then I will crush the town of Taif between two
mountains.

However, the Nabi Karim ﬁi&;d’q&éﬁ aiyes alz21 Lz acted with forbearance and forgiveness and said:

Translation: I hope that people of faith will be born from their generations.

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¢ Forgiveness means pardoning people’s mistakes and faults and not to take personal revenge despite
having power to do so.

¢ Forbearance refers to bearing people’s ignorance, unnecessary harshness and their offensive words

with patience and strength.

Forgiveness and forbearance are part of good morals.

¢ In its moral teachings, Islam orders its followers to control their anger, bear their unpleasant things

with patience and forgive the mistakes of the people. In this regard, the life of the Nabi Karim 41 Jj.s
osalslzalidesal is the best practical example to be followed.

This has been the way of the Nabi Karim 5@;;@\”&;;;&%!&;, the Rightly Guided Caliphs and
our other predecessors. They continued to bear the ignorance of the people, their unnecessary harshness,
and their unpleasant words with patience and forbearance, and they left the best pattern for us to follow.
Therefore, we should also develop the high qualities of patience and forbearance in ourselves and live a
life following the path of our righteous predecessors so that we can gain a good name in this world and
the pleasure of our Lord in the Hereafter.

Tolerance:

Tolerance means to bear, to endure, to abide, to accept, to approve and to allow etc. It means to
tolerate the beliefs, opinions, thoughts and ideas of others against your own with patience and to treat
them with kindness, and to give them the right to live according to their thoughts and beliefs. For example,
if a person or a group has a belief or creed other than Islam, then listening to him/her and giving him/her
the right to continue according to his/her creed and belief is called ‘tolerance’. On the contrary, to force a
person to follow a creed or belief other than his/her creed or belief or to stop him/her to act according to
his/her belief is against tolerance.

Since Islam is a religion of tolerance, it gives every person the right to live according to his/her
own beliefs, creeds and thoughts and it does not allow anyone to interfere in the faith or creed of others
nor prevents him/her to act according to his/her religion and beliefs. Allah states in the Holy Quran:

Translation: There is no compulsion in religion. [Surah Al-Baqarah: 256]

At another place in the Holy Quran, Allah Almighty states:
Translation: To you be your religion and to me my religions. [Surah Al-Kafiroon: 6]
Islam teaches tolerance and forbids using abusive language and hate speech against non-Muslims.
In the same manner, it also prohibits injustice and misbehaviour with someone due to differences in the
faith and religion. In this regard, various instructions have been provided by Allah Almighty in many
Quranic Ayaat.

Tolerance in the Light of the Life of The Nabi Karim ;.i.a;ﬁu,;@f;m;;gi;m.; and the Companions .

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Translation: Being tolerant towards people is charity.

The Nabi Karim do;alasfzaiesadiaids never forced any non-Muslim to leave his faith or accept

Islam, nor did he allow ill-treatment of them on the basis of faith. Rather, in this regard, he used to show
benevolence and a generous disposition.

Once, a delegation of Christian scholars and leaders from Najran came to meet the Nabi Karim J.2
desalaslzaiesalean. The Nabi Karim deosalasfzaidesaies jo accommodated them in Masjid-e-Nabawi
giasfgmis i3 akz41 Lz and treated them with great hospitality. Since it was Sunday, the Christians wanted
to perform worship according to their Christian beliefs and practices, thus the Nabi Karim g@;ggi;m&;

(5&53\5..‘275 allowed them to worship in his Masjid.
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The leader of Yamamah, Thumama bin Uthal, was a strong opponent of the Nabi Karim «izii js

(:l:;ﬁls.ﬁsa'qm;; and a polytheist. He was captured by the Companions of the Nabi Karim g@;g‘g&m&;
#z3a)s2f5. They brought him in front of the Rasool-ul-Allah {z5a\6ilaidesazb Js. The Nabi Karim J.z
desalaslzaiyesagieat said: ‘Keep him in the Masjid and treat him well.” The Nabi Karim adesaean e
rﬁésﬁuﬂﬁs found out that he used to eat the food of ten people to fill his stomach, hence, he arranged
sufficient quantity of meal for him. After three days, the Nabi Karim dzsalssis aldzsadzadids ordered to
release him. Thumama was so impressed by the tolerance and kindness of the Nabi Karim g@;ggi;aﬁ@;

e «\s.215 that he did not return without accepting Islam.
In Madinah, the funerals of the Jews used to pass through the streets. Whenever they would pass
by the Nabi Karim ﬁ&s@&ﬂsg@;@;&iﬁ@; would stand up to pay respect to them. At one point, someone

pointed out to the Nabi Karim 5?\.&53%@\“&.253412&%\&5 that it was the funeral of a Jew. Allah’s Rasool

replied: ‘Is he not a human being?’
During the reign of the Rightly Guided Caliphs Dhimmis (non-Muslim citizens) enjoyed the same

rights which they enjoyed during the reign of The Nabi Karim (.Jw,qui; 4‘41”&.;56;5.22.%\&;. During the reign

of Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique a4l e, and Hazrat Umar Farooq a4l ., non-Muslim citizens were given
following rights in writing:
¢ Dhimmis (Non-Muslim residents of Islamic State) will have religious freedom, their places of worship
and monasteries will be protected.
¢ No pressure shall be imposed on them in respect of faith and religion.
¢ Their forts and strongholds will not be damaged.
¢ Their lives and properties will be protected.
¢ Their disabled and deprived people will be supported from Bait-ul-Mal (public treasury). Jizya
(government tax) will not be taken from their poor and deprived ones.

Muslims ruled the sub-continent of Pakistan and India with great magnificence for almost a
thousand years, but they did not forcibly convert any non-Muslim to Islam. Muslims showed great
tolerance towards the non-Muslims and awarded them important positions in their governments.

Scope and Benefits of Tolerance:

Tolerance does not mean that we stop following the Islamic rules or change them in order to please
the people of other religions. As the people of other religions have the right to follow their religious
teachings, likewise, Muslims also need to follow their religious teachings. Just as it is necessary for the
Muslims to respect the beliefs, places of worship and religious leaders of others, it is also necessary for
the people of other religions to respect Islamic beliefs, Masjids and leaders of the Muslims.

In our beloved homeland Pakistan, there are people who follow different religions and among
Muslims, there are people who belong to different sects. Therefore, the social significance of tolerance
increases even more here. Thus, it is necessary for all the residents of Pakistan to respect each other’s
religions and beliefs and treat each other with tolerance and forbearance so that hatred and enmity can be
ended from our beloved country and an atmosphere of peace and order, mutual love and brotherhood can
be established in Pakistan.

To spend wealth according to the needs while avoiding extravagancy and unnecessary spending
of wealth is called Frugality. It refers to the careful management of material resources, especially money.
It is a moral quality which makes a person wealthy and peaceful. Moreover, it can save the individual
from begging and seeking financial help from others.

Frugality in the Light of the Quran and Sunnah of The Nabi Karim ﬁg;ﬁm@g&;gm&;:

Islam is a religion that teaches man to adopt the path of moderation and balance in every matter.
Islam does not like the individual to go beyond the limit or to be left behind in any matter. Since wealth
is the main source and support of human life, Islam teaches moderation and balance in its spending. Thus,
Allah describes the qualities of His special servants and states:

Translation: And (these) are the people who are neither extravagant nor miserly when
they spend. And their spending is (based on) a balance between the two extremes (of
extravagance and miserliness). [Surah Al-Furqan: 25-67]

Islam praises those who spend with moderation and not those who are extravagant or miserly.

Allah Almighty prohibits extravagancy and states:

The opposite of frugality is miserliness and extravagance. Miserliness refers to being so stingy in
spending money that even legitimate needs are not met. Extravagance means wasteful and unnecessary
spending of wealth.

Islam neither likes greed and miserliness, nor extravagance and wastefulness, as all these things
are against moderation.

Miserliness is not only a bad trait itself, but it is the root of many other bad traits evils such as
betrayal, dishonesty, impudence, cruelty, misbehaviour, greed, voracity and narrow-mindedness etc. are
all born due to this bad trait.

Wasteful spending makes a person suffer from financial hardship, due to which a person adopts
illegal means to earn sustenance and indulges in sinful acts.

Benefits of Frugality:

* Because of frugality a person does not need to ask others for financial help.
¢ Frugality leads to economic prosperity and ends economic hardship.

Muslim Brotherhood in the Light of the Life of The Nabi Karim r’.i.zs%k;,ﬁ;?j&;@;&m;u:

People of Arabia were divided into different tribes before the advent of The Nabi Karim <z jes
55‘.354'«;\5&54'4@.25. They used to fight on the basis of colour, race and tribal prejudices. Sometimes tribal clans
were destroyed due to battles based on tribal prejudices. Due to the teachings and practical examples of
the life of The Nabi Karim Jusaefzalijesaeaiids, they became brothers. When the Nabi Karim o2 ls
desalaslzaliyes migrated from Makkah to Madinah, he established brotherhood among the Muhajireen

(emigrants) and Ansar (helpers), as a result of which unique sacrifice and brotherhood was shown by the
Ansar (helpers). An example like this is not found in any other nation of the world.

The Nabi Karim s s dTs afl Ues e 2 Js has emphasized Islamic brotherhood in his blessed
Ahadith. The Nabi Karim ﬁ&sﬁmf@w;g&m&; said: ‘A Muslim is a brother of another Muslim. He does
not oppress him and does not abandon him. He does not humiliate him.’

Giving an example of the strength of Muslim brotherhood, The Nabi Karim a.ifzaies alezil js
s said: ‘Believers to one another are like the bricks of a wall, each one is strengthened by the other one.’
The Nabi Karim s PRES PU VS P Js emphasized the protection of the lives and property of the
believers and said: Every Muslim has a duty to respect the life, honour and property of another Muslim.

On the occasion of Hijja-tul-Wada (Farewell Pilgrimage), the Nabi Karim @W@T&,’g&m&;
s said the following about brotherhood:

>
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“O people, listen to me carefully, be aware that every Muslim is the brother of another Muslim, it
1s not permissible for a person to take his brother’s property unless he gives it of his own free will, and be
kind to each other”.

Islam abolished the differences of colour, race, language and homeland and made all Muslims

brothers on the basis of the religion of Islam. The Nabi Karim 5&53&5@7&5@&%1&; called Hazrat Salman
Farsi axabl e, a member of his household. Hazrat Umar axdil 2, used to call Hazrat Bilal bl e, as his

master and his chief, even though Hazrat Bilal a4l 2, was a freed slave.

Importance of Islamic Brotherhood:

The principle of Islamic brotherhood created unity and harmony among Muslims. Islam not only
provided teachings about the bond of brotherhood, but also gave such orders and injunctions which
promoted unity among the Muslims. For example, Muslims were given a single Kalimah which they all
read. They are ordered to offer Namaz five times a day in congregation. This is why many Muslims are
seen in the Masjids five times a day every day. They are ordered to fast in the month of Ramadan, which
creates a feeling of mutual sympathy and kindness. The rich have been ordered to pay Zakat to the poor
due to which the hearts of the rich and the poor are connected. They are ordered to perform Hajj, in which
a large gathering of Muslims from all over the world is seen together. All these orders and commands
create unity and harmony among the Muslims and they are clear examples of the unity of the Islamic
nation.

On the occasion of Hijja-tul-Wada (Farewell Pilgrimage), the Nabi Karim 53.:«53&.3759@.25&]&5&1&;
said: Behold! Don’t go astray after me (my departure from this world), and do not kill each other. The
Nabi Karim (.i&jﬁlsu;ﬁgméje{i;éi\&é declared it undesirable for two Muslims to be angry with each other

for more than three days. It was the result of the Nabi Karim’s 5135@&5..;7;7.;\@655;1;&%1&3 teachings that the

Bedouin tribes of the Arabia, who were thirsty for each other’s blood, became brothers among themselves

and showed unprecedented brotherhood.

Benefits of Brotherhood:
Islamic brotherhood creates love, compassion, benevolence and self-sacrifice among the Muslims.
The principle of brotherhood promotes respect for other Muslims. Due to this relationship, Muslims
take part in each other’s sufferings and help them, which increases love.

¢ [slamic Brotherhood means that all Muslims are brothers.

¢ [slam removed all the differences of colour, race, language and homeland and established the
relationship of brotherhood.

¢ Allah declared the relationship of brotherhood a great blessing and emphasized on making it strong
and stable.

passing it on to the future generations. The Holy Quran is the last
revealed book of Allah and He has taken responsibility of protecting it.
Due to this reason, despite the passage of more than fourteen hundred
years, it is preserved in its original form without any manipulation or
corruption. Allah Almighty states:

Translation: It is We who have sent down the Reminder and We will, most surely,
safeguard it. [Surah Al-Hijr: 9]

Reward of Reciting the Quran:
Allah has made the recitation of the Quran necessary for every Muslim. Allah states in the Holy
Quran:

Reciting the Holy Quran is an act of great reward. The Nabi Karim do;alasfzaljesaiss fs said:
‘Reciting one letter of the Holy Quran yields ten good deeds. He also said: ‘The best worship of my
Ummah is the recitation of the Holy Quran.” At another place, the Nabi Karim dlisassfsaldesafla s

said: ‘Allah gives more to the reciter of the Quran than to the supplicant.” In the Ahadith, the great virtues
of the recitation of the Holy Quran have been mentioned, hence, we should recite the Holy Quran daily.
Manners of Recitation of the Quran:

Regarding the recitation of the Holy Quran, it should be kept in mind that it is not an ordinary book
but the greatest book of Allah Almighty, therefore it should not be read like ordinary books. There are
certain manners, according to which it should be recited:

¢ tis very important to be neat, clean and purified before touching the Quran.
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¢ Recitation of the Holy Quran should be done while sitting at a clean and purified place.
¢ Before starting the recitation of the Holy Quran, it is

necessary to read Ta'awwuz 1.€. pa pheidl e dilis,el and

Tasmiyah 1.€. o) o) b oy -

¢ [t is not appropriate to talk during the recitation of the
Holy Quran.

¢ Recitation of the Holy Quran should be done slowly
and distinctly with serenity and contentment.

¢ While reciting the Holy Quran, one should take care of
phonetic symbols i.e., Zair, Zabar, Paish, Shadd and
Madd etc.

e [t is very important to take care of the Rumooz-o-
Awgqaaf (punctuation) during the recitation, i.e., where to stop during the recitation and where to
continue.

¢ Recitation of the Holy Quran can be done in loud and slow voices. While reciting in a loud voice, it
should be kept in mind that no one is disturbed by it.

¢ The Holy Quran should be recited beautifully and in a pleasant voice.

¢ Recitation of the Holy Quran should be done with attention and regularity.

* One should understand the Quran and act upon its teachings.

The recitation of the Holy Quran should not be considered a burden, rather it should be recited

with respect and courtesy, and attention should be paid to its meanings. The Nabi Karim o desaeinde

desalssfs said: “The best amongst you is the one who learns the Quran and teaches it to others.’

In this
chapter, along with Hazrat Isa s\.Jiad, two of the companions of the Nabi Karim iz ;ﬁmb’fgw@gl&il&e,
Hazrat Usman axail @, and Hazrat Khalid bin Walid ax4il @, who is known by the title of ‘Saifullah’
meaning the Sword of Allah, will be studied. Along with other companions, these two persons are the
personalities who fought and endured hardships along with The Nabi Karim 23 d‘guuéﬁ:'gll')é}ééjéiil&é during
the propagation of Tawhid and preaching of Islam. We should know that we are Muslims today due to the
efforts of the Companions wgdil 2, of The Nabi Karim ;J,:;ﬁw;%;;g;m&;.

The purpose of the topics given in this chapter is to create awareness among the student about the

hardships which Allah Almighty’s beloved Hazrat Isa »MJiads faced from his nation Bani Israel, during

the preaching of religion and the propagation of monotheism (Tawhid). Attempts were made to kill and
crucify him, but Allah lifted him safely to the heavens. The objective of this chapter is to inform students

about these facts and to tell them about the efforts made by the companions of the Nabi Karim 3z s

desalaszaides, Hazrat Usman aisadl e, and Hazrat Khalid bin Walid asaii 2, regarding the suppression of

disbelief and polytheism, and their accomplishments during Jihad (armed warfare), the spread of Islam
and Islamic conquests. Children should be introduced to the achievements which these personalities have
accomplished so that they can prepare themselves to serve Islam by following their footsteps.

Hazrat Isa’s oM.Jlads mother’s name was Hazrat Maryam .M. lghe. Hazrat Maryam’s odJileds
father’s name was Imran and her mother’s name was Hannah. Hazrat Maryam «%.Jilge Was a pious servant
of Allah Almighty. When Hazrat Maryam .»%.Jilee grew up, Almighty Allah gave birth to Hazrat Isa au
J from her. Hazrat Isa «Jlade was born without father by the command of Allah Almighty.

When Hazrat Isa ~WJlade Was born, shortly after his birth, he began to speak and said: ‘Indeed, I

am the servant of Allah. He has given me the Scripture and made me a Prophet. And He has made me
blessed and has enjoined upon me Namaz and Zakat as long as I remain alive and made me an obedient
and dutiful son to my mother. Blessed was I on the day I was born, and blessed shall I be on the day I

would die and on the day I would be raised to life again.” Hazrat Isa »MJlade spoke from his mother’s lap
at such an age that infants are not able to speak.
Hazrat Isa «3.Jlad was blessed by Allah with the honour of prophet-hood and revelation at the age

of about 30 years. He revealed upon him the divine scripture /njeel (The New Testament) so he started
the preaching of Islam as a Nabi. At that time, the nation of Bani Israel had declined and it had become
involved in polytheism. The fear of Allah had gone out of their hearts. They considered the things
forbidden by Allah as Halal (permissible) and considered the Halal (permissible) things as Haram
(forbidden) and avoided eating them. Therefore, they had become involved in various kinds of evils.

Hazrat Isa »M.Jiade exhorted them to do good deeds and tried to make them understand.




Allah Almighty gave him many miracles. By the order of Allah Almighty, Hazrat Isa »M.Jlads used

to heal the sick people, who were considered incurable by the specialist doctors. He used to resurrect the
dead by the permission of Allah Almighty. He even made the people who were born dumb, speak. The
lepers would be healed. He would make the people who were blind by birth to see. He would make a
sculpture of a bird out of clay and blow into it with the name of Allah, then it would really fly as a real

bird. Hazrat Isa ~wJiade used to preach and heal the sick and suffering people. While revealing these

miracles, he used to say that these miracles were from Allah Almighty and all that was happening with
the permission of Him.

The Jews did not like the preaching activities of Hazrat Isa ».Jiads and his call to the religion of
Allah. They feared by the fact that Hazrat Isa »y.Jiai would end their religious leadership and monopoly,
so they declared war against Hazrat Isa »3.Jlads. They defamed and accused him. They gave him the title
of'a ‘Sorcerer’ and began to abuse him. His mother Hazrat Maryam . .Jile e Was subjected to insults and

taunts. Hazrat Isa »M.Jlads remained patient with the sufferings from the Bani Israel and continued to make

his nation understand the message of Allah Almighty. When he saw that the strong and influential Jews
were opposing him, he became disappointed with these people and turned his efforts towards the poor and
needy people. He started preaching the religion among the poor, fishermen, washermen and labourers on
the bank of a lake. His preaching had a great effect on these people and thus, his message spread rapidly
in the area of Palestine.

Some of the people of Bani Israel who believed in Hazrat Isa »%.Jads were those who were very
close and sincere to him. They are known as Hawari of Isa »%.Jiade (Disciples of Jesus). Hawari means
very close and helpful people. When the Jews saw the popularity of Hazrat Isa ~w.Jiads, they became
afraid. They wanted to get rid of him. They went to the Roman governor of Palestine and complained that

Hazrat Isa «M.Jlads had started to corrupt their religion and he was misleading their youth. They said that

he was a revolutionary person bent on rebellion and a huge threat to the government. If his work was not
stopped, then, there would be a great riost in the region.

The Roman governor knew the reason of the enmity of the Jews with Hazrat Isa «y%.Jlads, however,
the Romans were idolaters and wanted to get rid of Hazrat Isa .M.Jlad along with the Jews. Therefore, the

Roman governor decided to crucify Hazrat Isa «M.Jiade. The Romans made the Jews declare this decision

and when the appointed time of his crucifixion came, people gathered around his house. Among them
were his followers from the Jews and some common people. At that time, the Jews treated Allah’s Nabi

Hazrat Isa »%.Jiads very badly and caused him extreme sufferings.
In this crowd there was also the person who had once informed the Roman governor about Hazrat

Isa’s ~%.Jlake Whereabouts and had gotten him arrested. In the darkness of the night, the Roman governor’s
soldiers could not find Hazrat Isa .»%.Jiak and because of the crowd and commotion, they thought this
person (the one who had informed the governor about Hazrat Isa's »%.Jlads Whereabouts) to be Hazrat Isa

Jlage and crucified him. Allah Almighty raised Hazrat Isa «M.Jiads to the heavens with respect and in a




pure state by His command. The belief of Muslims is that Hazrat [sa »%.Jiad is alive in the heavens. Earlier

to the Day of Resurrection, Allah will send him to earth again and Dajjal will be killed by him.

¢ Allah Almighty has the power and authority over everything. Everything is subject to His command.
If He wants, He can create (a being) without parents, just like He created Adam »w.Jiads without parents

from dust. If He wants, He can create someone without a father, like He created Hazrat Isa oMJlads.

e Hazrat Isa »Jiads 1s the servant of Allah. He is neither a God nor a son of God. He used to eat and

drink and he was dependent upon Allah Almighty in every action while Allah Almighty is free from
eating, drinking and every other dependency.

¢ The extraordinary and unusual things that appeared from Hazrat Isa »%.Jlads are called miracles. These
things only appear with the permission of Allah and His servant does not interfere in them. Allah gives
miracles to the Ambiya sl xgds.

¢ Hazrat Maryam .M%.Jlgds, the mother of Hazrat Isa ~%.Jiade, was a pious and very noble servant of

Allah. Allah created Hazrat Isa .3%.Jads by His power from her.

Name and Lineage:
His name was Usman axdil e, his Kunya (surname) was Abu Abdullah and Abu Umar and his
title was ‘Zun-Noorain.” His father’s name was Affan and his mother’s name was Arwa. The lineage of

Hazrat Usman ax4il > is traced to the Nabi Karim’s s allls 4l Jes az 21 Js ancestors in the fifth
generation. He is called ‘Zun-Noorain’ because The Nabi Karim ﬁa;ﬁmfsgl@;;gzw&; married his two
daughters, Sayyida Ruqayyah <4l 2, and Sayyida Umme Kulthum a=abi ., one after the other to Hazrat

Usman asdable,. ‘Zun-Noorain’ means ‘the one who has two lights’. Hazrat Usman aw«ti &, belonged to

the famous Banu Umayyah branch of the Quraysh. The Banu Umayyah family was very respectable from
very early.

Hazrat Usman axdtl e, was born 47 years before the migration of the Nabi Karim ?QT&ES%%I&Z

desalssfs. It was the sixth year after the famous incident of the elephants. He had learned to read and write

at that time. In his youth, he took up the profession of trade. Due to his honesty, uprightness and integrity,
he had achieved so much progress in it that he was counted among the wealthy people of Quraysh. That
is why he was called ‘Ghani’ (the Rich one).

Acceptance of Islam:

When Hazrat Usman axail o, was 34 years old, the voice of monotheism was raised in Makkah.
He had a very close relationship with Hazrat Abu Bakr axdii .. He was inclined towards Islam by the
preaching of Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique a4t and accepted Islam at the blessed hand of the Nabi Karim
dusalaslialigesade st Jo. After accepting Islam, The Nabi Karim {isasfsaljes st Jo married his
daughter Hazrat Rugayyah lgeabl 2, to him. Because of Hazrat Usman’s awdti @, conversion to Islam, all
his relatives turned away from him. Hazrat Usman a=4bl s, continued to tolerate their persecutions. Finally,
when the permission of migration was granted by Allah, Hazrat Usman awabl @, accompanied his wife

Hazrat Ruqayyah geabl 2, and migrated to Abyssinia to avoid the persecutions of the infidels. After

staying there for a few years, he returned back to Makkah and then after a few days, he migrated to
Madinah.
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When the Muslims reached Madinah after the
migration, they found that there was a great problem of
fresh water in Madinah. There was only one well of fresh
water known as ‘Beir Rumah’ which was owned by a Jew.
The Jew had made the water of the well as a source of

livelihood. Hazrat Usman ax 4t 5 was very rich. He

bought half of the well at the demanded price of 12,000
dirhams of silver. After a few days, he bought the other
half for 8,000 dirhams (the current price of which is about
| five million rupees) and dedicated it for the use of the
~ Muslims.

Shortly after the Battle of Badr, Sayyida Ruqayyah wabl @, died in 2 Ramadan A.H. After her
death, in 3 Rabi-ul-Awwal A.H., the Nabi Karim dzsassfsaidesafiai s married his daughter Hazrat

Umme Kulthum edbt 5 to Hazrat Usman Ghani axsdbl ..
Hazrat Usman Ghani’s wealth was always used in the service of Islam. The Battle of Tabuk took

place at the time when there was a severe famine in Arabia. On this occasion, Hazrat Usman awabl g,
served Islam in a way that he bore half or a third of the expenses of the army for this campaign. Apart

from this, he offered 1,000 camels, 70 horses and 1,000 dinars in cash. The service of Hazrat Usman e,
«sdbl had such an effect on the Nabi Karim ﬂésﬁ&éﬁgwﬁgj&%i&; that he used to bounce the Ashrafis

given by Hazrat Usman a4kl @, on his hand and say:

Translation: After today, no action of Usman axab @, can harm him.

After the martyrdom of Hazrat Umar Farooq a4l &, in 23 A.H., Hazrat Usman Ghani axabl e,
was chosen for the post of caliph. First of all, Hazrat Abdul Rahman bin Awf a4t 2, pledged allegiance
to him. After that, Hazrat Ali a=4ll e, raised his hand to offer pledge of allegiance. After the pledge of
Hazrat Ali axditi 2., all other people offered their pledge of allegiance to Hazrat Usman awabl .. Hazrat

Usman Ghani’s a=ail @, caliphate lasted for 12 years. The first six years passed with widespread peace

and order and great victories were achieved during this period.
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A newly converted Muslim, Abdullah bin
Saba, who was apparently a Muslim, but was a
hypocrite in reality, invented new beliefs to harm
Islam and created divisions among the Muslims.
He made great efforts to disrupt the system of
caliphate and raised suspicions against Hazrat

Usman a= 4l @,. He provoked some people to

revolt against Hazrat Usman awdti 2, by making

various accusations against him. Finally, as a
result of these accusations some people of a

Blessed Grave of Hazrat Uthman 4z &bl 2, in Jannat-ul-Bagi

rebellious group of Egypt attacked Hazrat Usman adil o, and martyred him. At that time, he was reciting

the Holy Quran. This incident happened on Friday, 18 Dhu Al-Hajj, 35 A.H. He was 82 years old at the
time of martyrdom. His caliphate was a few days short of twelve years.

Hazrat Usman axsqil &, belonged to a noble clan of the Quraysh called Banu Umayyah.

The Nabi Karim desalasfzaiiss akezdi Js married two of his daughters, Sayyida Ruqayyah Guabl 2, and
Sayyida Umme Kulthum geabl 2., one after the other to Hazrat Usman a4l .. Due to this, he was
called ‘Zun-Noorain’.

Hazrat Usman asabi e, 1s included among those who got the honour of participating in two migrations.

He spent a lot of wealth for the promotion of Islam and service of the Muslims.
On the occasion of Tabuk when he offered exemplary service in the way of Islam, The Nabi Karim

ﬁasﬁux%@;g&mg@ said: ‘After today, no action of Usman awabl @, can harm him.’
After almost 12 years of his rule, he was martyred by rebels oppressively.

If he was also martyred then Abdullah bin Rawaha asail e,
would be the Army Commander. When they reached there, the

Adpa by e

Romans had brought 100,000 troops to fight. There was no comparison between three thousand soldiers
at one side and one hundred thousand soldiers on the other side. But a small army of 3000 Muslims came

out to fight against the army of 100,000 with the spirit of martyrdom. Hazrat Zaid bin Haritha axdl e, was

martyred while fighting. After him, Hazrat Jafar a4t . took the flag in his hands. He too was martyred

while fighting the enemy. Then, Hazrat Abdullah bin Rawaha a4l e, took the flag after him. He was also

martyred. In the end, Hazrat Khalid bin Walid a=ail > took up the flag. He fought with such bravery that

there is no example in history similar to it. Nine of his swords were broken while fighting the enemies.
Finally, one Yemeni sword was left in his hands, with which he continued to fight. He brought the
remaining Muslim army out of the grip of the enemies with great bravery and wisdom. Allah informed

the Nabi Karim desalasfzalyesaliati ds about this critical situation of the Battle of Moota through a

revelation. So, the Nabi Karim asalssfialidesaficati fe while describing this situation of the battle to the

Companions asabl e, said: ‘Zaid asabl e, took the flag in his hand and he is martyred, after that Jafar e,
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a4kl has taken the flag in his hands and he has also been martyred. Then, Abdullah bin Rawaha asdii 2.
has this flag in his hands and he is also martyred. In the end, one of the swords of Allah (Khalid bin Walid

asabl2) has taken this flag in his hands and Allah has blessed his hands with victory.’

Hazrat Khalid bin Walid ax4tie» was present with the Nabi Karim dasaesfzaliesaeasi Lz on the
occasion of the conquest of Makkah. He had appointed him as the commander of a wing of the army. On
this occasion, some of the people of the Quraysh were killed by his soldiers.

Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique axall e, sent Hazrat Khalid bin Walid axdtl &, as an army commander

during his caliphate to suppress those tribes who were denying the payment of Zakat and against the
apostates. Thus, under his command, the army completely wiped out the enemies of Islam and reduced

their pride to dust. When Hazrat Umar a4l @, removed him from the post of the Commander of the Syria,
he appointed Hazrat Abu Ubaidah bin Jarrah a4t s, at his place. When Abu Ubaidah bin Jarrah awdbi e,
reached there, Hazrat Khalid bin Walid ax4li 2, said that he heard the Rasool-ul-Allah «s.2T4)4e3 aleaide
<zs said the following about Hazrat Abu Ubaidah awali2,: ‘The Amin (trustworthy) of this Ummah is
Abu Ubaidah bin Jarrah a4l @, In response, Hazrat Abu Ubaidah bin Jarrah axabl . said that he had
heard that the Nabi Karim ﬁu;ﬁu@w;;g;zm&; had said the following about Hazrat Khalid bin Walid
asdahl . ‘Khalid is one of the swords of Allah, he is a good young man of the noble family.” The whole

life of Hazrat Khalid bin Walid axdti 2, was spent doing Jikad (armed warfare) for Islam. Finally, this
great hero of Islam died in 21 A.H. in Syria.

Hazrat Khalid bin Walid az«ti @, was counted among the greatest and bravest generals of Islam among
the companions of The Nabi Karim Jzsasafialdesala da.
